Description de l’activité d’apprentissage

Préparation des apprentissages :

The teacher brings in a song that the group listens to. The teacher asks students if they understand the meaning of the song. This begins the teacher-led discussion about songs and the stories they tell. This learning activity can be done in relation to the new diversified basic education courses 4102-1 and 4102-3.

The teacher will instruct students of the 3 basic components of any story (beginning, middle and end).

The students will listen to the same song with missing texts and try to fill in the missing words as the song is playing.  Once the missing words are filled in, the teacher asks students to work in teams and come up with the meaning of the song. Students can use their resources for help (dictionaries and thesaurus and even the internet).  They will have to understand the words of the song in order to be able to recount the story. 

Next, the teacher will ask each team to describe the story in the song. What comes first, and next and last?

Réalisation des apprentissages :

Students will now choose a song of their own, that must be teacher-approved. They will work in teams of 2 deciphering the meaning of the song. They will use all their resources (dictionaries, verb charts, etc...). Once they have understood the message behind the song they will present their songs to the class and they will explain the story in the song. They can also describe how the song makes them feel, why they chose the song, who wrote the music and lyrics and where and when it is played.

Intégration et réinvestissement des apprentissages :

Students will be asked to evaluate and categorize the songs they hear (hard rock, pop, rock, hip-hop, etc...). They will also rate their level of appreciation for the music and for lyrics.
